What is the biblical foundation for children obeying parents? What is the difference between
discipline that develops versus discipline that discourages? In what ways do these verses
challenge both children and parents?

o Study Colossians 3:22-4:1 in the light of 1 Corinthians 7:21-24; Philemon 1:8-21; and
Galatians 3:28. How did Paul acknowledge the reality of slavery without endorsing it? What
does "work as for the Lord” mean in both ancient and modern contexts? How can these verses
help reshape how we approach work, leadership, and authority today?
